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Virtues of Leadership 

"Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is 

gracious, if there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things."  

A virtue is a habitual and firm disposition to do the good. It allows the person not only to perform good acts, but 

to give the best of themselves. The virtuous person tends toward the good with all his sensory and spiritual 

powers; he pursues the good and chooses it in concrete actions.  

Prudence 

The virtue that disposes practical reason to discern our true good in every circumstance and to choose the right 

means of achieving it; "the prudent man looks where he is going." "Keep sane and sober for your prayers." 

Prudence is "right reason in action," writes St. Thomas Aquinas, following Aristotle. It is not to be confused 

with timidity or fear, nor with duplicity or dissimulation. It is called auriga virtutum (the charioteer of the 

virtues); it guides the other virtues by setting rule and measure. It is prudence that immediately guides the 

judgment of conscience. The prudent man determines and directs his conduct in accordance with this judgment. 

With the help of this virtue we apply moral principles to particular cases without error and overcome doubts 

about the good to achieve and the evil to avoid. 

Justice  

The moral virtue that consists in the constant and firm will to give their due to God and neighbor. Justice toward 

God is called the "virtue of religion." Justice toward men disposes one to respect the rights of each and to 

establish in human relationships the harmony that promotes equity with regard to persons and to the common 

good. The just man, often mentioned in the Sacred Scriptures, is distinguished by habitual right thinking and the 

uprightness of his conduct toward his neighbor. "You shall not be partial to the poor or defer to the great, but in 

righteousness shall you judge your neighbor." "Masters, treat your slaves justly and fairly, knowing that you 

also have a Master in heaven." 

Fortitude  

The moral virtue that ensures firmness in difficulties and constancy in the pursuit of the good. It strengthens the 

resolve to resist temptations and to overcome obstacles in the moral life. The virtue of fortitude enables one to 

conquer fear, even fear of death, and to face trials and persecutions. It disposes one even to renounce and 

sacrifice his life in defense of a just cause. "The Lord is my strength and my song." "In the world you have 

tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world." 

The virtue of temperance disposes us to avoid every kind of excess: the abuse of food, alcohol, tobacco, or 

medicine. Those incur grave guilt by drunkenness, or by a love of speed, endanger their own and others' safety 

on the road, at sea, or in the air. 
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Temperance  

The moral virtue that moderates the attraction of pleasures and provides balance in the use of created goods. It 

ensures the will's mastery over instincts and keeps desires within the limits of what is honorable. The temperate 

person directs the sensitive appetites toward what is good and maintains a healthy discretion: "Do not follow 

your inclination and strength, walking according to the desires of your heart." Temperance is often praised in 

the Old Testament: "Do not follow your base desires, but restrain your appetites." In the New Testament it is 

called "moderation" or "sobriety." We ought "to live sober, upright, and godly lives in this world."  

To live well is nothing other than to love God with all one's heart, with all one's soul and with all one's efforts; 

from this it comes about that love is kept whole and uncorrupted (through temperance). No misfortune can 

disturb it (and this is fortitude). It obeys only [God] (and this is justice), and is careful in discerning things, so as 

not to be surprised by deceit or trickery (and this is prudence). 

 

Dress Code 

For Congressional Meetings, members are expected to dress respectfully and professionally. At off-site 

gatherings, members will dress appropriately and in accordance to the situation. Appearance should always be 

clean and neat. For some events, professional attire will be specifically requested.  

Professional attire for young ladies includes: nice tops and skirts (no denim), dresses, or suits. Relaxed 

professional attire includes: dresses, nice tops and skirts or trousers (no denim). 

We ask that skirts not be above the knee, and shorts must be at least fingertip length. No bared midriff, skin 

tight clothing (tops, spandex, tight jeans, etc.) halter tops, spaghetti-strap tanks, or otherwise revealing clothing. 

No visible undergarments at any time. Young ladies are asked not to bring any low-cut shirts/tops, or tank tops 

with straps less than one inch. No casual flip-flops or athletic shoes. 

 Professional attire for gentlemen: a sport coat, a dress shirt, slacks (no jeans), and a tie, or suits. 

 Relaxed professional attire: khakis or dress slacks with a belt, and button down shirts or polos. 

Enforcement of the dress code will be at the discretion of the officers, and will be enforced. 
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Code of Conduct/Behavior 

 

General Guidelines 

While Congress is in Session, members are expected to act respectfully and professionally. Members are to 

participate in discussions and activities during congressional meetings. At off-site gatherings, members will act 

appropriately to the situation. 

Members of the Congress will speak respectfully of themselves and others, refraining from crude or abusive 

language. Members should not judge others who believe differently from them, realizing that they have freedom 

in matters of conscience. All conflicts with other members should be resolved directly and peaceably. Also, 

members will respect othersô personal property. 

 No obscene or explicit material should be brought to any Congressional event. 

 No illegal use of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs will be tolerated. 

 Members should remember to obey and respect all figures of authority. This Code of Conduct will be 

enforced, and all members should be familiar with it. 

Listening 

When keynote speakers are giving their speech, members are required to listen carefully to the speech, and to 

not engage in any other activity at the time. During PLYC events communication is imperative so it is important 

that all members are attentive to the proceedings of the meetings.  

Public Display of Affection  

It is inappropriate for a member or Officer to engage in public displays of affection. The PLYC will ask all to 

refrain from such. If any person has to be asked twice, their parents will be asked to come to the event to pick 

them up in order to take them home.

Officer Eligibility: 

National Officer  ï In order to serve as a national officer, you must be a Patriot in the PLYC. 

Regional Officer ï In order to serve as a regional officer, you must be a Champion in the PLYC. 

County Officer  ï In order to serve as a county officer, you must be a Senator in the PLYC. 

District  Officer  ï In order to serve as a district officer, you must be a Representative in the House of 

Representatives in the PLYC. 

Voting ï In order to be a voting member, you must be a Full Member in the PLYC. 
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District 
A district represents a school, church, youth group, city or small community like a home school group.  A 

district must have regular meetings to discuss events they would like to have to have within their district.  The 

goal of a district is to gain recognition within the school, church or youth group to earn ñclubò status.   Then the 

district will be elevated to club status and officers may be appointed/elected to operate grow and motivate the 

district to the next level 

 

A district must consist of the following: 

 

 Four or more students willing to start a district·      

 One or more parents willing to support the students 

 One or more adults who is part of that district e.g. a youth minister, priest, pastor, teacher or faculty 

member 

 

 

County 
A county represents a territorial division already created by your county.  A county must meet once a month 

with its districts. 

 

A county must consist of the following: 

 At least one District 

 One County Commissioner 

 At least 4 students 

 One or more parents willing to support the students 

 One or more adults willing to help at the county level 

 

 
Region 

A region consists of certain number of contiguous counties determined by the State Governor.  A region must 

meet at least once a month.   

 

A region consists of the following: 

 At least one District 

 At least one County 

 One Regional President and Vice President 

 At least 4 students 

 One or more parents willing to support the students 

 One or more adults willing to help at the regional level 
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State 
A state consists of a certain number of regions determined by the State Governor based on the size of the state.  

A State Governor must meet with the regional leaders at least once a month. 

A state consists of the following: 

 At least one district 

 At least one county 

 At least one region 

 One governor 

 One or more parents willing to support the students 

 One or more adults willing to help at the state level

Getting Started 
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How to Start a District 
Any school, church, or youth group may form itself as a district by submitting an application to the National 

PLYC Office.  A district is a distinct local site that is recognized by the PLYC and must enlist at least:   

 4 members 

 One supportive parent 

 One adult advisor such as a pastor, teacher, or youth minister 

The district will operate under the directions and jurisdiction of the local site (the school, church, youth group, 

etc).  They may also operate under a unique PLYC district name.   

To start a local group: 

 Go to www.prolifeyouthcongress.com. 

 Complete the district application. 

 A PLYC officer will then contact you at the earliest opportunity with confirmation that we received your 

application. 

 The officer will offer guidance regarding event planning, fundraising, and other further action in the pro-

life cause.  The district will also be assigned a district number. 

If a state does not have a state governor, a national PLYC officer will be in contact with you.  If you know 

anyone willing to accept the position of state governor, please contact the National Committee.  If your youth 

group or church would like to become a district notify us so that we may install all members at any meeting in 

the near future.
